Chicken Liver Paté
This tastes great served on toast points or
crackers and freezes well.

I cup butter, plus 2 Tbsp., room
temperature (divided use)

1 tsp. oil

1 1/4 Ibs. chicken livers

3/4 medium onion, minced

2 large garlic cloves, crushed

1 tsp. fresh rosemary

2 tsp. fresh thyme

2 Tbsp. fresh parsley

Dash nutmeg

Dash salt

Dash pepper

1/2 cup pistachios, chopped
1/2 cup clarified butter

L. In a skillet, melt 2 Tbsp. butter with the
oil; add the chicken livers, onions, garlic and
rosemary. Sauté about 3 minutes, until the
livers are barely cooked through.

2. Put the liver mixture into a blender

or food processor; add the herbs and
seasonings. Process until the mixture is
smooth.

3. Add 1 cup of butter; mix again. Stir in

the nuts; pour the mixture into a small loaf
pan or mold. Top with the clarified butter;
chill thoroughly before serving,

Spirited Cranberry Sauce
This will keep well refrigerated for up to
one week.

2 cups sugar
1/2 cup port
3/4 cup water
I Ib. (4 cups) fresh cranberries, washed
1/4 cup orange liquor such as
Triple Sec

L. In a saucepan, stir the sugar, port and
water together until the sugar is dissolved
and all ingredients are completely blended.
2. Add the cranberries; bring the mixture to
a boil over medium-high heat. Stir often.
Cook the mixture for 8-10 minutes, or until
the skins on the cranberries split. Remove
the saucepan from the heat; let the mixture
cool for 15 minutes before adding it to a
blender or food processor. Process the
mixture 3-4 times until the cranberries

are chunky.

3. Stir in the orange liquor; place the sauce
in an airtight container. Cover; chill the
sauce 8 hours or overnight before serving.

Pralines

3/4 stick butter

2 cups sugar

1/2 cup white Karo syrup
I tsp. vanilla

3 cups pecans

L. In a pot, add the butter, sugar and syrup.
Cook to soft boil stage at 235-250 F; stir
during cooking,

2. Stir in the vanilla and pecans; continue
stirring until the mixture thickens.

3. Drop by teaspoonfuls onto waxed paper;
cool completely.
