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Rotary International was founded in 1905 by Paul Harris, an attorney in Chicago, 
Illinois, and it continues today through the Rotary Club of Navarro County members. 
“One of the things that appeals to me about Rotary is the Four-Way Test,” member 
Aric Bonner shared.

The Four-Way Test governs the way Rotarians think, what they say and/or do. “First, is it the TRUTH? Second, is it 
FAIR to all concerned? Third, will it build GOODWILL and BETTER FRIENDSHIPS? Fourth, will it be BENEFICAL to all 
concerned?” This test, created in 1932 by Rotarian Herbert J. Taylor, has been translated into over 100 languages, so it 
can serve Rotarians as a moral compass in business and personal relationships worldwide.

Locally, the club’s projects include providing pizza as an incentive to Boys & Girls Club of Navarro County members 
who achieve the A/B honor rolls, participating in High 5 Fridays with Corsicana High School athletes at elementary 
schools, delivering Meals on Wheels and Food for Fitness, helping Habitat for Humanity and Christmas in Action, 
becoming Salvation Army bell ringers during the season and providing two to three annual scholarships to Navarro 
County students. Past projects included providing an incentive dinner at the State Home before its closure in 2013, 
sponsoring a Rotaract Club on the Navarro College campus and hosting a Bowl-A-Thon before COVID. Funds to 
support projects are raised through the club’s annual football scramble. Aric added, “When we work with the Boys & 
Girls Club, they collect the kids’ report cards and decide eligibility. We provide the pizza and help with the party.”

Aric continued, “Our club was founded by four or five members of the Rotary Club of Corsicana. Those men 
wanted something less formal. We’ve always been the smaller club, but we’re very active and consider ourselves 
friends.” The club averages about 15 members. “When people get into Rotary, they don’t get out,” Aric, a 27-year 
member explained. Other members — Bob Young; Russell Hudson; Susan Hale; and current president, Laurie Franklin 
— concurred.

The club’s Facebook page is their source of communication with future members and the public. Also, during each 
month, members invite one new person to attend their meetings. “Mostly, our membership comes from word-of-
mouth,” Susan explained. She, due to her position with RIOT, enjoys visiting other Rotary International clubs during 
their weekly meetings.

When visiting another club’s meeting, a Rotarian is always made to feel welcome across the globe. Typically, the 
club’s banner is shared, so the visiting member can take it back to his/her club’s collection and give information about 
the visit. There are over 1.2 million Rotarians across the world. The Rotary International Mission Statement is: “We

excited,” Laurie recalled. “I loved 
their excitement.”

Aric cited their annual Christmas 
party as a highlight, which Susan 
agreed with, adding, “I like the white 
elephant exchange. Also, Rotary’s 
about getting to meet and know 
the people you hang out with every 
Monday. I love the camaraderie we 
have each week.” That camaraderie, 
if sensed by the passing public, 
might have been the reason these 
Rotarians raised the most money for 
the day on which they were Salvation 
Army bell ringers. 

“I think the Santa’s hats we wore 
helped a lot, too,” Laurie quipped.

“We’re open to new members who 
want to help this community. We’re 
a small club, so it’s sometimes a 
challenge to do everything we want 
to do with our smaller numbers,” Aric 
offered. “Come have lunch with us, 
and try Rotary out.”

Moneys are raised through the Paul 
Harris Foundation, PolioPlus program 
and grants. “We’re proud that 100 
percent of our members are Paul 
Harris Fellows,” Aric said.

These Rotarians come from 
many different places and careers, 
but they all come together weekly 
sharing the same goals. Russell 
and Laurie, brother and sister, 
are Corsicana natives. Russell is 
an accountant while Laurie was 
a professional in Corsicana ISD. 
Aric came to Corsicana by way 
of Minnesota but was born and 
raised in Clute, Texas. “I got tired 
of the snow,” he explained. He’s 
the principal broker for The Bonner 
Group, and Bob is a retired pastor. 
Aric’s mom is also a Rotarian. 

The fellowship is evident in the fun 
these Rotarians have together while 
helping others. “I’m looking forward 
to meeting other Rotarians on a 
cruise this month,” Laurie stated. 
Her best memory to date is of being 
present when the scholarships 
were presented to students. “Last 
year, the Mildred students were so
