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“One day in 2024, I woke up and realized that I could do whatever I wanted when it came 
to makeup,” Lynx Sneeringer said. “Halloween was coming up, and I was like, I could just be 
a clown. My brother, Drew, and I dressed up in clown outfits, and we drove on the town.” 
Falling instantly in love with this jester persona, Lynx the clown was born. “The next month, 
I dressed up as a clown to go vote. 

“I think my favorite canvas has been people’s faces and bodies.” As part of being in the theater department in high school, 
Lynx took an SFX makeup class, learning how to turn actors into visually different people. When donning the clown makeup for 
the first time, Lynx took inspiration from popstar Chappell Roan. “From 2024 to now, she’s been basically my whole life. I just fell 
in love with her whole vibe, and I’m like, I could do something like that.” When working with the face paint, Lynx drew inspiration 
from a couple of the star’s album covers. “I want to be like that someday, where I could be somebody’s inspiration, and I can’t do 
that unless I am unapologetically myself. And so clowning is the way I’m going to go.”

Much of Lynx’s comedic delivery was learned from watching John Mulaney’s Netflix specials. Known for his grandiose 
recounting of personal anecdotes, most of Mulaney’s bits are works of fiction. “Clowns and comedians tell stories. Whether those 
stories are true or not isn’t really important to the bit. So revealing that the story you just told as a joke was not true is kind of like 
magicians who reveal how they do their tricks. It ruins the magic,” Lynx said. “A lot of my jokes are just straight up lies. Like, I go 
on this long spiel about something super crazy that happens, and then I wait for [the audience] to go, ‘Really?’ And I go, ‘No. I 
made it all up!’ I waste seven minutes of their time, then I get a good, harsh laugh out of it.”
