Throughout the millennia, humans and animals have formed special bonds.
Whether for work, companionship or therapy, animals often positively impact the
lives of those who care for them. For Annetta resident Catherine Hudson, her first
encounter with a neighborhood horse changed her life for the better, forever.

While walking with her husband, Matthew Hudson, during COVID in 2020, Catherine happened upon Cletus,
who appeared malnourished. They asked the owner if they could purchase Cletus, and he became their first rescue
horse. “Cletus and | just had this amazing bond from the get-go. He would see me walking up to his pasture and
come running, We've healed each other. We've taught each other boundaries,” Catherine shared. “He’s just my boy.”

Although the couple had no experience with horses or rescues, things moved quickly from there. “I didn’t really
know what my passion was until | met him,” she said. While rehabilitating Cletus, Catherine began boarding horses
and would take in one rescue at a time. They rescued Shelby, who was pregnant with Layla, the namesake of their
rescue — Layla Rose Ranch Horse Rescue. They purchased an 11-acre property near their home, cleared the back half



of trees and filed for nonprofit status for
the rescue in 2021. It opened in 2022,
and they now house and care for rescue
horses until adoptive families are found.
Matthew credits Cletus with helping
Catherine heal from past trauma and
step out of her comfort zone. “As much
as a husband tries, it's the horse that
brought her out,” he said. “It's what they
did for each other that made her say, I
want other people to experience this.”
Catherine’s focus at Layla Rose Ranch
is rehabilitating the horses, which travel
to the Annetta rescue from across the
country. The majority of what Catherine
and the Layla Rose Ranch ambassadors
do to rehabilitate the horses is ground
work, which includes exploring different
surfaces, walking with a lead, becoming
desensitized to certain noises, saddle
work, etc. Catherine takes her time,
moving forward at the horse’s pace to
help it build trust with humans and to
trust itself. “The horse doesn’t know
what they did wrong that got them
into that situation,” Matthew said. “The
more we can work with them and build
that bond, build that trust, the more
they start relaxing.” It takes more time
to rehabilitate horses that come to the
rescue facility with an illness. Catherine
has learned to recognize certain
sicknesses, and they partner with local
veterinarian, Reata Equine Hospital, with
rehabilitation efforts. “If you don’t have a
good vet partner, you can’t run a rescue.”
Layla Rose Ranch has taken in
several horses over the years that have
become residents because they are not
adoptable due to health reasons. For
example, Layla, the namesake, helps

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with marketing on social media. Shelby,
Layla’s mother, has the untreatable
degenerative suspensory ligament
desmitis, so she is also a resident
horse. Uncle Buddy, who is missing
an eye, helps acclimate new horses
to the rescue facility. Dixie calls Layla
Rose Ranch her home, and Catherine
and Matthew’s daughters work with
her at the rescue facility. Mike and
Magic, the resident miniature horses,
travel to fundraisers and local schools
to educate youngsters. “Our theory
is if people know about horses, then
maybe they’ll engage with horses
and become an adopter one day,”
Matthew said. Monthly sponsorships
are available, and open houses are
held twice a year for the public to learn
more about the organization.

lLayla Rose Ranch ambassadors work
with the animals throughout the week,

feeding them and providing medication,

if necessary. Many of the ambassadors
are not just helping the horses — the
horses are helping them. “Horses can
sense your heartbeat,” Catherine said.
“They can tell when you're mad, when
you’re upset. They can tell by your

facial expressions but also your heart
rate.” When new ambassadors with no
horse experience begin to work with
the animals, the horses can sense they
need to be calmer around the person.
Shelby has been known to sense grief
and nudge ambassadors to give them
comfort, and Cletus knows when
Catherine is upset and will nudge her
in support. “To me, horses are just
extremely therapeutic.”

With so many success stories, Layla
Rose Ranch remains committed to
rehabilitating horses and helping them
find adoptive families. A horse named
Madison was surrendered to the
rescue facility by owners who advised
Catherine that she could not be fixed.
Typically, Catherine rehabilitates the
horses, and Matthew considers himself
the ranch hand — fixing fences,

picking up feed and loading the horses.

However, because Madison’s owner
was a woman, she related better to
Matthew. With guidance from both
Hudsons, Madison was adopted by
an 18-year-old from lowa and is now
training to barrel race.

Owners who surrender their

animals may not have understood

the dedication and costs associated
with owning one of these majestic
creatures. “Instead of the horse ending
up at auction or in a bad spot, they
can contact us,” Matthew said. “The
goal is for people to know we’re here.”
With more than 50,000 followers

on its social media platforms, Layla
Rose Ranch tells each horse’s story to
find adoptive families. The adoption
agreement requires regular updates
with photos and medical reports, and
Catherine will continue to provide
support, if needed. If owners reach out
to Layla Rose Ranch about a surrender,
but no space is available, Catherine
partners with rescues across the country
to assist. She has helped place more
horses than the dozens Layla Rose
Ranch has adopted out to families.

“I form this bond. They become my
babies, and then to watch them be
adopted and go onto their next homes,
it is always bittersweet,” Catherine said.
“They’re just amazing animals. | want to
help them have that chance of a forever
home. That's the biggest passion. And
Cletus started it all.” Nem

The life of a tree can span decades, even centuries,
with proper care and a healthy environment. Legacy Tree
& Landscape Specialists, LLC, based in Aledo, has worked
tirelessly since 1978 to manage the health of neighborhood

trees, protecting them from insects, diseases and
environmental factors.

Megan Bevis Day and her husband, Dylan Day, took over
the reins at Legacy Tree in 2018, but Megan has been part
of the business since before she was born. “I'm the third
generation. It’s in our name — live the legacy,” she said.
Megan’s grandparents, Joyce and the late John Thompson,
opened the plant health care company nearly five decades
ago. Megan’s parents, Randy and Jamie Bevis, took over in
2004. Jamie ran the business with help from Megan and
Dylan after Randy passed in 2012. “I grew up in that office,
so to come full circle and for it to be ours, it means a lot,”
Megan said.

Their work keeps trees hovering high in the sky. “To
be able to drive by someplace and say, ‘That tree is there
because we were able to help it — that’s really cool. And
there’s a lot,” she said. “It's evidence for places we’ve been
and trees that we've saved.”

Megan, Dylan and Randi Kay Willemin are ISA Certified
Arborists and Texas Oak Wilt Qualified at Legacy Tree.

Three full-time tree technicians are
also on staff, and seasonal help is
hired during the busy seasons. To
determine the possible issue, Legacy
Tree offers a free tree telemedicine
service. Homeowners can text photos
to an arborist at Legacy Tree, and
they will receive an explanation of
the potential issue and treatment, if
needed. In-person consultations are
also offered to determine the issue
and plan of action. Legacy Tree prides
itself on educating their customers.
“An educated customer is better at
identifying problems early, and they’re
better at getting us out there to fix
them,” Dylan shared.

Certain issues Legacy Tree treats
include deadly oak wilt, caused by the
fungus, Bretziella fagacearum, wood
borers and aphids on crepe myrtles.
Dylan was credited by the Texas A&M
Forest Service in 2022 for discovering
in Parker County a new deadly ash tree
pest, the emerald ash borer. “That’s the
only thing that you can possibly get
that’'s worse than oak wilt,” he said. It
only affects ash trees but is treatable if
caught early.

Tree injections can also be
administered to treat a variety of issues
including fungus, insect infestations, a
nutrient deficiency or environmental
damage from droughts, freezes or
construction. “This tree that’s been here
for 200 years — this granddaddy tree
— when it's broken, and we can fix that
tree for that property,” Dylan explained,
“it's a good thing.”

Legacy Tree also provides insect and
disease control for lawns and shrubs,
including fire ants, mosquitos and
armyworms, plus specialized tree and
shrub fertilization. Legacy Tree works
with their customers on the treatment
plan, which might include disease
treatment or fertilization, prioritizing
certain trees or a one-time injection to
return the tree to health. They do not
offer tree trimming services but can
recommend local businesses to help.

With decades of knowledge and
certifications, Legacy Tree is here to
help residents across Parker County
and West Tarrant County with insect
and disease control for trees, lawns and
shrubs. “We’re passionate about this,”
Megan said. “This has been my whole
life, so it makes me proud to be able to
say this is ours.”

Best Chicken Pot Pie

than just food. It's a connection to our family” Every Christmas Eve, her
family enjoys Mexican food with her granny, who will turn 95 this year. It
is thanks to her guidance since childhood that Natalie’s love of cooking
and baking flourished. “I've kept a lot of her dishes alive — just added

my own little twist along the way.”

Enchiladas

I 26-0z. can cream of chicken soup

2-4 fresh jalapenos, de-stemmed and
boiled until soft

1/2 cup sour cream

Salt, to taste

Avocado oil, to taste

12 corn tortillas

I Ib. ground beef, cooked and
drained (or substitute cooked chicken,
shredded)

2-3 cups shredded Colby Jack cheese

Nonstick cooking spray

1. Preheat the oven to 425 F Add the soup,

jalapenos, to taste, and sour cream to a
blender; blend until well combined. Add the
salt and more jalapenos until the correct
flavor and texture is achieved.

2. In a small skillet on medium heat, warm
about 1 inch of avocado oil until hot. Add
one corn tortilla to the skillet for about 5-10
seconds. Remove the tortilla; place it on a
paper towel. Continue until all the tortillas
are cooked.

3. Spread a layer of the cooked corn
tortillas on the bottom of a 13x9-inch
baking dish.

4. Add a layer of meat, a layer of sauce and
then a layer of cheese. Repeat the layers
until all the ingredients are used, ending

with a layer of cheese. Coat a piece of foil
with nonstick cooking spray and place on
top of the enchiladas. Bake at 425 F for 20
minutes, or until it is hot and bubbly.

Best Chicken Pot Pie

6 Tbsp. butter

6 Tbsp. flour

1/2 tsp. salt

1/4 tsp. pepper

1 3/4 cups chicken broth
2/3 cup evaporated milk

2 cups cooked chicken, diced
1 cup frozen peas and carrots
1 Pilisbury Pie Crust

1. Preheat the oven to 425 F In a large
skillet on medium-high heat, melt the
butter. Add the flour, salt and pepper. Whisk
and let bubble a couple of minutes. Add the
broth and milk; stir and cook slowly until
thickened. Add the chicken and peas and
carrots; stir to combine.

2. Pour the mixture into a 9-inch pie plate.
Roll the pastry to fit, and place it on top of
the mixture. Slice the top of the pastry in a
couple of places to let the steam vent. Bake
at 425 F for 30-35 minutes.

1 cup carrots, chopped

1 cup onion, chopped

1 cup celery, chopped

1 12-o0z. bag frozen meatballs
8 cups chicken broth

1 tsp. pepper

1 tsp. salt

1 tsp. Italian seasoning

1 Tbsp. minced garlic

4 cups spinach, chopped
1 cup Barilla Ditalini

1. Add the first 9 ingredients to a Crock-Pot
on high heat. Cook 3-4 hours.

2. Add the spinach and Barilla Ditalini;
cook 30-40 minutes. Serve with bread.
